He highlighted the example of
Indira Mahila Shakthi initiatives of Society
for Elimination of Rural Poverty (SERP)
in manufacturing with Micro, Small,
and Medium Enterprises and important
sectors such Petrol pumps, hospitality,
transportation etc. Manufacturing is
a capital-intensive industry with high
regulatory requirements and network
dependence but promote economic
empowerment of women. It can be viewed

as a highly entry-inhibiting industry,
especially for women entrepreneurs and
advised bridging this gap by creating
a structured ecosystem that is more
aligned to the realities of women entering
industrial and manufacturing spaces. m
